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and pupae are washed out.  Make sure you re-fill the trough and put the stopper in the drain.  Horses don’t make tasty jerky when dried on the hoof. Be sure to always double and triple check the water source for animals in this triple digit weather. Keep an eye out for standing water under potted plants, old tires, in trash piles, and in garden drains, anywhere it might be.  Plants need more water during the heat but water running off of lawns and landscapes in the gutter or puddles in the yard are signs of over-watering. 

A wealth of knowledge is available online at the California Department of Food and Agriculture (CDFA) website.  Type “CDFA West Nile Virus” into a search engine and you will get there or use the URL“http://www.cdfa.ca.gov/ahfss/ah/wnv_info.htm”.  The CDFA page has hotline numbers for various areas and purposes, information for veterinarians to submit blood samples for testing, places to call and report dead birds, and the latest statistics on horse disease and death.


West Nile Virus is spread by mosquitoes from birds to humans and to horses.  The horse is considered a “dead end” recipient in the disease transmission cycle since mosquitoes don’t seem to be able to pick up the virus from infected horses to transmit to other animals or humans.   In the wild, infected birds are the “reservoirs” and mosquitoes are the vectors spreading the disease from bird to bird and bird to humans and to horses. Dead birds are an indicator of disease prevalence in an area.  Mosquito control is the key to controlling West Nile Virus.  Be a good neighbor as well and don’t breed mosquitoes.

Vaccinations and follow –up boosters is the key to keeping a healthy horse.  By all means keep yourself safe as well—be smart.
County Projects

There are some projects that used to be recognized at the State level that are no longer considered a project, but we still use them at our county level.  For instance, Beginning 4-H – this project introduces new members in 4-H to different projects throughout the year so they can choose a project they would be interested in.  Although there are no guidelines at the state level for this project anymore, we still consider it a project at the county level and members can receive credit in their record books at the county level only.

Please: Wear your helmets whenever you ride. (Adults too!) This is an article that was in the press enterprise last week. ��A memorial service will be Friday for Julia Christine Myers, 12, of Norco, California, who died Sunday (Christmas Eve 2006) from head injuries she sustained in a fall from her horse a few days earlier. The service is set for 9 a.m. at Church on the Hill, 2000 Norco Drive in Norco, said her father, Marshall Myers. �Julia, one of a set of quadruplets, had attended Lincoln Elementary through sixth grade and was in the seventh grade at Norco Intermediate School when she died. She wore no helmet, and her death spurred her father and others to urge riders, especially children, to wear helmets, even though state law does not require them. "More and more every day I hear adults talk about the risk because of the speeding traffic," said Berwin Hanna, who heads the Norco Horsemen's Association. "You never know what's going to spook a horse or make them jump." �Horsemanship teacher Stacey Turner, who once tutored Julia, said she stresses helmet use because horses can hurt you. "They don't mean to, but they're reactive animals that can be startled by motorcycles, cars or animals." --Sharon McNary
