California’s Top Two Youth Volunteers Selected in 10th Annual National Awards Program

Jeffrey Kwong, 17, of San Francisco and Tyler McGee, 12, of Apple Valley today were named California’s top two youth volunteers for 2005 by The Prudential Spirit of Community Awards, a nationwide program honoring young people for outstanding acts of volunteerism. The award program, now in its 10th year, is conducted by Prudential Financial in partnership with the National Association of Secondary School Principals (NASSP). More than 20,000 high school and middle school level students submitted applications for this year’s program.

Tyler was nominated by the San Bernardino County 4-H program in San Bernardino. As State Honorees, each will receive $1,000, an engraved silver medallion, and an all-expense-paid trip in early May to Washington, D.C., where they will join the top two honorees - one middle school level and one high school youth - from each of the other states, the District of Columbia and Puerto Rico for several days of national recognition events. 2005 Japanese Exchange Summer Hosting Program

July 23 to August 19
The California State 4-H Office is looking for families who would like to host a Japanese youth in their home this summer. California 4-H has a long-standing relationship with a youth development program in Japan called Labo. This summer 30 Japanese youth from the Labo organization (between the ages of 12 and 16) will travel to California to live with 4-H families for one month.  

Applications are being accepted now. Families that apply early in the process, have the opportunity to select their student. The Japanese teens are placed in a home that has a youth of the same gender. The application provides information to help ensure good placements with families and teens sharing common interests. Children who act as host brothers/sisters must enroll in 4-H. The adults in the household must enroll as leaders, though their leadership responsibilities can be limited to the Japanese Exchange experience. 

You don’t need a fancy home or a separate bedroom to host  – just a desire to make room in your lives for a new friend. And you don’t need to spend a lot of money or time traveling the U.S. – the students are not here as tourists. They are here to live with your family and participate in your normal summer activities. The costs are minimal and the Japanese youth come with their own spending money and medical insurance.  

Please consider offering this priceless educational experience to your family. Teens that participate in exchange opportunities are better prepared for life in a global society. Through this first-hand experience they gain a deeper understanding of another culture and gain insight into the values and lifestyle of their own family and community.
