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and pupae are washed out.  Make sure you re-fill the trough and put the stopper in the drain.  Horses don’t make tasty jerky when dried on the hoof. Be sure to always double and triple check the water source for animals in this triple digit weather. Keep an eye out for standing water under potted plants, old tires, in trash piles, and in garden drains, anywhere it might be.  Plants need more water during the heat but water running off of lawns and landscapes in the gutter or puddles in the yard are signs of over-watering. 

A wealth of knowledge is available online at the California Department of Food and Agriculture (CDFA) website.  Type “CDFA West Nile Virus” into a search engine and you will get there or use the URL“http://www.cdfa.ca.gov/ahfss/ah/wnv_info.htm”.  The CDFA page has hotline numbers for various areas and purposes, information for veterinarians to submit blood samples for testing, places to call and report dead birds, and the latest statistics on horse disease and death.


West Nile Virus is spread by mosquitoes from birds to humans and to horses.  The horse is considered a “dead end” recipient in the disease transmission cycle since mosquitoes don’t seem to be able to pick up the virus from infected horses to transmit to other animals or humans.   In the wild, infected birds are the “reservoirs” and mosquitoes are the vectors spreading the disease from bird to bird and bird to humans and to horses. Dead birds are an indicator of disease prevalence in an area.  Mosquito control is the key to controlling West Nile Virus.  Be a good neighbor as well and don’t breed mosquitoes.

Vaccinations and follow –up boosters is the key to keeping a healthy horse.  By all means keep yourself safe as well—be smart.

West Nile Virus:       	


Your Horse and You  		


	


	Be aware and be prepared.  An unvaccinated horse died of West Nile Virus in Tulare County in July. Though we like simple technical answers, life is often complex. Just as we are being asked to educate people to do their outdoor chores in early morning and evenings to cope with heat, we are now being urged to advise people against being outdoors at dusk or at dawn.  Two technical solutions to two different problems tend to cancel one another out.  If you must go out during prime mosquito feeding hours (dusk and dawn) wear long sleeves and insect repellent.  


	All considered there have been relatively few incidents of West Nile this season.  But this is no time to be complacent.  There has reportedly been a rise in the number of dead birds testing positive for West Nile and the latest horse death only punctuates this issue.  Drain the horse trough (water the garden with it) and refill it—twice a week—clean the muck off the sides and bottom too to

Clarification

1. These adults should, whenever possible, stay within view of one another. 


2. The best practice is that both of these adults are appointed 4-H volunteers.            	If the adults are appointed volunteers, this is the best practice no mater their age.                                                              	An additional approach to implement this policy includes one appointed volunteer and one “outside” adult. The 4-H volunteer must be in charge
